From a commercial grower perspective, the
hairy canes that produce the sweet-tasting,
beauty also offer up excellent resistance to
cane diseases. Glen Carron yields a high
proportion of Class I fruit which, alongside
good shipping and fantastic shelf-life, will
contribute to reducing food waste.
